Within six
weeks they were ready to be planted out but
the planting was delayed until the threat of
frost had passed.

Planting was started in mid June. This is a
hectic time getting all the plants out as quick
as possible. Throughout the Summer, the
barrels, planters and troughs will be fed and
watered regularly.

Three young people have been working with
us as part of their Duke of Edinburgh Awards.
They have integrated well into the group and
work with enthusiasm.

Funding is an essential task. We had two
successful days in May collecting outside
Marks & Spencer, We raised £732. Thanks to
everyone in the Community for their
donations.
